Ostia/ Rome, Italy. From September 30 - October 2, some of the best European skateboarders 
came together to celebrate the end of the summer 2005 at The Spot Skatepark. This skatepark is 
located just minutes away from the beach and was built in 2003 by IOU Ramps from Germany who 
provided additional obstacles for the Etnies European Open 05, like the wall ride obstacle. 
 
On Saturday it was time for the qualification and Thomas Weber, a young German solid and 
technical skateboarder from Krautenberg, qualified first with Bigspin Frontside Boardslide , 
Kickflip into the quarterpipe and Frontside Bluntslide to fakie. A new face at the Etnies European 
Open was Tommy Brandelik from Munich, who showed a safe run including a nice Backside Nollie 
on the wallride, a Frontsideflip up the London gap, Frontside Lipslide and many other tricks. 
Ricardo Fonseca, who is usually not a big contest skater, seemed to be on fire as well. He showed 
a variety of tricks and qualified as fourth. 
 
Saturday night was the official Etnies European Open party and almost 
everybody saw the sun coming up again that night. But unfortunately the sun didn’t last for long 
and made way for some heavy rain. After several hours of waiting, the weather didn’t change and 
it was decided to use the results from the qualification as the final results.
